Weight Room Relocation Proposal
Mark Durham told the committee that he would like to move the weight room from the basement of the PE Complex to the 3rd floor dance room space. He outlined the benefits of such a move, and is hopeful that, if approved, everyone will work together to make it work for all. Susan said it’s important that faculty and staff not feel displaced by such a move. Mark’s plan includes blocking off times for staff/faculty use when athletes won’t be able to use the area. 

Mark will take this proposal to the Student Senate, Faculty Senate, and Staff Senate, then will come back to this committee with approval from those groups.

Mark is considering ideas for utilizing the current weight room space and would like to hear any suggestions that anyone might have. 

General Committee Concerns

We need to set a meeting of the Sustainability Committee (formerly Energy/Sustainability Committee). Cathi will set something up.

Susan reminded everyone that big campus projects come to the Campus Development Committee first, and we can then make a referral to another area/department.

Signage:  Cheri and Randy Horst are working on this.

No Smoking/etc. signs for Doors: Nicole has seen these at UM and will check on these.

Parking Issues:  Some staff without parking stickers are using the angle parking area behind South Campus Housing. We will put up signs this summer for decal parking in that parking area.

Outside plug-ins at Residence Halls:  Nicole said that it would cost about $10,000 to run power to hook-up posts behind Mathews Hall for vehicles. Regarding the current plug-ins behind Davis Hall, she contacted Youth Challenge and they do have cameras to that area, and we could check those cameras if trash/damage occurs to vehicles parked there. Nicole said that this area is not highly used for vehicle plug-in by students (only two students per year talk to Student Affairs about using plug-ins). Students are told at the beginning of the year of the availability of plug-ins behind Davis Hall, but they don’t seem to remember, or perhaps don’t want to pay the $30 fee (for consistent users). She also said that Student Affairs has been flexible and has waived the fee based on a student’s circumstances, and allows visitors to campus to use the plug-ins without charge. Nicole will provide information about the Davis parking plug-ins to Tyler for his report to Student Senate.

Outside Lighting for PE and Jordan/Davis/Centennial Parking Lots: Susan will talk to Charlie Sands about the possibility of adding outside lighting for these locations, then have him come to one of our meetings.
Additional Emergency Phones: Suggested areas are JDC area, and between PE & Centennial.
Lawn Pavers in High Use Areas:  This item was tabled for now, but Susan said that pavers can be harder to maintain than concrete, so we might need to consider adding sidewalk to very high use paths.

Raise Ceiling in SUB Lobby: Lee looked into this and we couldn’t even get the industrial look of the STC because there’s such a mess above the ceiling. It was determined not to pursue this at the current time.
Potential Rooftop Study/Relaxation Area
Tyler suggested looking at the top of the SUB or another building for outside study/relaxation area.

Electronic Recycling Campaign

Chris reported that the Student Senate has approved a recycling campaign for electronic waste and plastics. A recycling event will be held the first weekend of Block 8 (April 18).

Sustainable Outdoor Classroom Proposal

Boe reported that Student Senate prefers the Central Park location for this proposed classroom, as it’s visible and centrally located, rather than a location that’s off the beaten path.
Chris said that we have to run heat to the site wherever it is, and this could be expensive if it’s too far away from the biomass boiler. Susan suggested the parking lot next to Curious Minds that is currently used for the State Motor Pool vehicles. A concern about using Central Park is that we have made a conscious effort to retain some green space, particularly since the STC building took much of the tundra space between Block Hall and the PE Complex. When asked about possible future expansion of campus boundaries, Susan told the committee that the campus expansion plan only allows us to expand to the south (South Campus Housing and Sparky’s).
Chris, Tyler, Boe, and other interested Student Senate members will look at the following locations as possibilities:

· Motor Pool parking lot (next to Curious Minds)

· Across from College Exxon (in front of Mathews Hall)

· Triangle piece across from Early Headstart (South Campus Housing)

· Behind Block Hall (area at end of the dead-end sidewalk between Block Hall & STC)

[Susan will ask Lee if there’s a particular reason to not consider this space besides retention of green space]

Susan asked that the group present a proposal to this committee. A special meeting can be called if needed. The next step then would be to determine how to get an architect. We can pay travel expenses. Then A&E needs to be contacted for a bid or whatever they need for costs.

Cathi will set a meeting during the next block. If the people working on the sustainable outdoor classroom project are ready earlier, a special meeting can be set up.
