Classroom Upgrades

Susan and Lee distributed a handout on projects and costs for classroom upgrades. Susan said we can spend about $27,000, which will pay for all the items on the list and probably new carpet for Office Sim as well. However, Office Sim carpet is on hold for the time being as discussion may need to occur about the possibility of renovating that room to include more computers as we implement Experience One.

Lee hopes to begin work over Christmas Break, but needs to order the lights right away.

A motion was made to send this list of recommended expenditures to Karl for his consideration. The motion was seconded and approved. Susan will take this recommendation to the Chancellor.

Building Naming

We have been receiving nominations for renaming the OC Building. Susan noted that the deadline for nominations has been advertised as November 15, 2003. Lindsey Johnson told Glenda that the Alumni newsletter probably won’t go out for another couple of weeks. Cathi will check with Donna to make sure she submitted an article to Lindsey on this for the Alumni newsletter. The committee felt it was vital to get alumni participation in this naming process, but that won’t be able to happen with the current nomination deadline.

A motion was made to extend the deadline for nominations for the OC Building to January 1, 2004. 

At the next meeting the committee needs to establish criteria for review of the nominations. We may decide to submit two names to Karl, rather than just one. Committee members should be thinking of criteria they feel should be considered in making this decision. 

Susan mentioned that concerns have been expressed to her regarding the Anders Lab (IT-Woods Building) and Scott Lab (IT-Metals Building). These labs were named for Clay Anders and Dan Scott when Chancellor Stearns was here, but the signs have disappeared in recent renovations. Susan thinks the Scott sign might be back up, but the Anders sign doesn’t seem to be available. Lee will check on these and if unable to locate them, he will have some made and put up. As a point of information, Susan said that the naming of these rooms, rather than going through the BOR naming policy, may have been designated only internally with these names. 

Susan mentioned that the flower garden in front the SUB used to have a nice bronze plaque designating it the Ed Cebull Memorial Garden. We might want to look into putting that sign up again also.
