2012-13 LRBP 

Susan handed out a list of possible items to consider for the LRBP and asked for other ideas. Susan will develop the LRBP report next week and send it to the committee to review before the next meeting. The report is due to UM-Missoula on Tuesday, November 17th. On December 3rd, a contingent representing the Board of Regents, OCHE, and MUS campuses will be on campus to look at our facilities and our LRBP needs. When we finalize our LRBP report, we will have Kent develop a PowerPoint presentation for use on the December 3rd visit.
Susan would like the Task Force to begin meeting again to look at the One Stop Shop idea for student service.

Bob Campbell developed a plan for placing one bike rack outside Block Hall and one rack outside the PE Complex. The committee agreed to these sites and Susan will tell Bob to go ahead with the project. Lee said we also need one on the north side of Mathews Hall.

IT-Metals

IT-Metals would be available for alternate use if/when the IT program moves to Helena. The plan for now is possibly moving the Ceramics lab there to join glassblowing, both of which involve fire. Whatever equipment does not get moved to Helena that would no longer be needed here will go through State Surplus.
