Smoking on Campus

Regarding the email that Cheri McCarthy sent about smoking concerns near the doorways to campus buildings, the group discussed items such as how the distance from a building that smoking should be permitted (15 feet? 30 feet?), how this type of restriction could be enforced, and whether it would be a good idea to buy or build a gazebo structure for smoking that would be out of the weather elements, but would not be an instrusive on non-smokers.

Bob and Eric will do research on gazebos. It’s important that any structure not detract from the campus look we have achieved to date.

Also, signs need to be ordered that campus buildings are smoke-free (tobacco-free?).

Master Plan

Bob distributed copies of the Campus Master Plan. Susan asked everyone to read through the plan and bring any revisions to the next meeting on March 5th. She thanked Bob for getting the document together.

University Property Naming Policy

Copies of the UM-Western Policy 600.1 University Property Naming Policy, which was approved on 2/11/03, were distributed to the committee. Discussion was held regarding what type of process the committee wants to use to obtain nominations for names for campus buildings, etc.


Susan said there is a push to establish names for certain buildings (IT and OC); and there is a desire to name something after Dale Tash. The committee feels that only one building per year should be named to allow enough time for consideration of nominations. We should work with the Foundation on this, as names of critical donors should be considered as well. We need to be careful in the selection process to make sure that nominations that are submitted are responded to, to try to avoid hurt feelings.

A current list of what needs to be named will be drawn up for the next meeting. Cathi will send the policy out to campus, and the committee needs to determine the process for nominations and selection, as well as the timeframe to be used. It was suggested that decisions be made in the spring to allow time for the new name to be incorporated in campus publications, such as the Catalog, and to change signs in time for the beginning of Fall Semester.

Other

Eric told the group that a Convenience Store will go into the current SUB Conference Room. It is hoped that Student Senate will agree to move the current TV Lounge in the SUB to the large outer room, and convert that space to the Fireside Conference Room again.

Todd said that Senate is looking into getting an ATM in the SUB again, and getting newer video games that would be located in the main lounge area.

Susan said she would like to have an investigation into having the new Convenience Store, Bookstore and Stageline Pizza accept a debit card.
