Smoking Shelters

In Susan’s absence, Eric Murray served as Chair at today’s meeting.

Brochures were distributed for various types of pre-made smoking shelters, at a cost of approximately $3,000 per shelter. If we were planning to provide ten shelters, this would be a total cost of about $30,000.

If building our own “zig-zag” design, each shelter could be built for about $600-700. It’s possible that IT may be interested in helping with this project down the road, as they’re quite busy right now with projects.

It was decided to try to build two zig-zag shelters over Summer 2003. The location for shelters needs to be determined. Areas suggested were by Beier Auditorium, outside south door of OC Building near STC, on north side (front) of Mathews Hall. Final sites need to be determined.

Master Plan

The group discussed several items to fine tune the plan.

Ideas discussed included:

· whether to incorporate 1995 goals into the new plan; 

· take each goal back to the Mission Statement and Strategic Plan to show how they fit into them;

· set a goal to finish items from the 1995 plan, and list those items; 

· identify responsible parties/areas; 

· address acquisition zone in goals; 

· put all maps at back in an Appendix section; 

· do progress information in separate notebooks for each goal (Parking, Acquisition Zone, Beier Auditorium, etc.) and designate where these would be kept; 

· do year-end report on each goal’s progress; 

· do annual report sections at back of plan.
