Summer Projects and Reverted Appropriations

Lee reported that ventilation in MH 119 & 120 art classrooms will be done this summer with class lab money.

Susan said there is $10,000 in class/lab projects that has to be spent on classrooms and labs. We also have reverted appropriations money from the past several years, some of which we need to spend ($75,000-100,000 total has been reverted to date).

Recommendations from this committee will be submitted to the Chancellor to have projects either done in-house or hire outside contractors to do the projects.

The following were suggested:


$10,000 Art Classrooms (class/lab funds)


$25,000 Office Sim renovation—1st priority (reversion funds)


$25,000 IT remodel for Education faculty (current Career Services/Center for Service Learning space)

Susan and Lee will put a project list together and send it to the committee members for comments.

Eric suggested that some visible improvements be made that people can see and notice.

Cheri suggested that any carpet placed in high traffic areas be a high quality carpet, rather than what has been suggested by the Dilmart in the past. The higher quality carpet placed in Dining Services has held up better than other carpets.

Susan asked the committee to get any floors/carpets that need updating to Susan or Lee.

Lee recommended that two trees be removed in front of Main Hall. We may hire an outside contractor to do this. Committee members were asked to look at the drive area behind Main Hall and get any suggestions for improving that area to Susan or Lee.

Lee reported that we have received money for lifts in Main Hall, one of which will be placed next to Office Sim to access the 3rd floor on the south end, and a small one up to the piano room, MH 414. We need to address handicap accessibility to the auditorium stage.


Susan said that sprinklers will be installed in the residence halls this summer.
