Smoking Shelters/Smoking Policy

Susan reported that a smoking shelter is up in front of Mathews Hall. Eric said that students are still smoking on building steps. Following discussion, it was decided not to build any more shelters for the time being. Eric will talk to Student Senate about the issues of students smoking near buildings, and the littering of cigarette butts on the ground. It was discussed that the committee may need to set a distance from buildings and/or building entrances where smoking would be prohibited.

Skateboard Policy

Susan suggested re-visiting the Skateboard Policy. Many of our students brought skateboards to campus, similar to students who bring bikes. It was noted that they cause wear and tear on the concrete and railings. Eric will discuss this policy with Student Senate, in addition to the Smoking Policy.

Building Naming

Susan asked for volunteers to look at the Building Naming Policy, determine possible buildings to be re-named, and develop a letter requesting nominations for names. The IT-Woods and OC Buildings seem to be the most confusing names. Randy and Donna will work on this and report back to the committee at the next meeting.

Class Lab Fee Funds

Susan brought up the topic of upgrading carpet and paint in classrooms. This year we’ll have about $40,000 left over after the bond payment. It was decided to form a subcommittee with Lee, Judy, and Cheri to assess all labs and classrooms and identify issues to bring back to the committee. If all areas have not been investigated by the October 1st meeting, Lee will report on progress to date.

Campus Master Plan

The Campus Master Plan needs a couple of statements added following the public meetings last spring. Susan will get this information to Randy to finalize the document. It will then be posted on the web page.

Other Issues

Lee reported that the Centennial Hall re-roofing project will begin tomorrow morning and the OC roof will be started in about two weeks.

Susan said that the Long Range Building Plan process will have to be done again for the next Legislative session. She reported that we will have some money to spend on maintenance, and perhaps some classroom upgrades could be done with this money. Lee mentioned the need for parking lot maintenance. Perhaps some money can be put into parking lot upgrading.
