New Charge to the Committee - American College and University Presidents Climate Commitment 

As Chair, Jim explained the ACUP Climate Action Plan (CAP) for energy savings, including an implementation schedule. 

Timelines: 

· Committee formation--Nov 15, 2007 

· Inventory--Sept 15, 2008 

· Action Plan--Sept 15, 2009 

By November 15th, we need to select at least two tangible actions from CAP. We then have two years to implement these actions. 

Western has 1,305 metric ton/year carbon credits with our wood-fired boiler. However, DEQ has control of these carbon credits for 15 years. 

Jim said that biomass projects are treated differently than electrical energy use. 

Susan noted that Sheila Roberts has spent a lot of time looking at solar energy. Jack wondered if using fewer lights is anywhere in the plan, as this saves energy. Mark noted that some building windows are left open at night, which is an energy drain.

Cathi noted that Western did a project this past summer for shredding and recycling of confidential documents.

The action items chosen are: Energy Star and Waste Management.

The three waste minimization measures that we committed to are: 

· Campus recycling program 

· Replacing production of paper materials with online alternatives whenever possible (e.g. telephone directories, course catalogs, room selection, bill payment, grade distribution, etc.) 

· Implementing campus printing initiatives which prohibit or discourage unlimited printing in computer labs and copy rooms

Regarding the Energy Star program, Jim will check with Northwest Energy to get the current rate for “green power use. He will also check on state contracts.

Mark will check on RecycleMania.
